The RGUSU also sub-
mitted a two-point memo-
randum in support of agi-
tating candidates to the
Governor of Arunachal
Pradesh demanding

squashing of whole exami-
nation process and

reconduct the APPSCCE-

examination. The union

Meanwhile, the defiant
candidates of the Arunacha]
Pradesh Public Service
Combined Competitive Ex-
amination (APPSCCE) have
threatened to launch ‘dras-
tic movements’ if the Com-
mission fails to address
their single point demand
by November 18.

pert committee submit its
